	Environmental objectives and targets have not been established beyond general regulatory compliance.
	Environmental objectives and targets are established and are documented. 

Objectives and targets primarily address regulatory compliance and end-of-pipe technologies.

No process exists to ensure that these objectives and targets are reviewed and maintained regularly.

Environmental objectives and targets do not cover appropriate levels and functions of the organization. (e.g., objectives are limited to EH&S or Facility Dept. responsibilities)
	Environmental objectives and targets are established and documented, with consideration not only to regulatory requirements but also, to significant environmental impacts, financial and operational considerations, technological options, or the views of interested parties (e.g., community concerns, alumni, staff).

Targets and objectives reflect a commitment to pollution prevention and continuous improvement.

The objectives are specific and the targets are measurable wherever practicable.
	There is also a documented procedure for establishing, reviewing and updating environmental objectives and targets.

This process is integrated into the overall management system, including job performance and management reporting.

Environmental objectives and targets have been developed at each relevant function and level within the organization.
