University of Glasgow - Segregation of waste streams

For historical reasons, staff from a biological section at the University of Glasgow had benefited from the fact that the majority of waste disposal costs were not devolved to individual departments. When faced with the introduction of devolved charging for the disposal of 'cin bins', users were encouraged to comply with strict streaming of waste. This resulted in the annual cost for disposal of the 'cin bins' being reduced from about £20,000 per annum to about £1,000 per annum.
